SCOPE OF WORKS

The scope of works includes but not limited to cleaning of side drains and to remove damage sections of  road surface backfill and compacted with select material up  to underline of existing road surface apply tack coat and lay and compact asphaltic concrete as patch.
ELIGIBILITY:
It is mandatory that contractors be registered with the National Contracts Commission in the Category “General Road Works/Civil Engineering Works” Grade 4 and above. All bidders must be tax compliant at the time of the bid opening.
